ELUL QUESTIONS

During the month Elul, we sound the Shofar every morning to
remind ourselves that we should be preparing for Rosh Hashana.
As Jews we are quite accustomed to preparation. We don't rush
into Shabbos, rather we spend Friday - if not the whole week -
preparing. Ezra the Scribe ordained that we should prepare 30
days before a festival by learning the laws of that festival.
What's more, we believe that this world is one long preparation
for the World to Come.

In this sense, Elul takes on a heightened significance in that we
are preparing not only for an upcoming holiday, but also for a
heavenly tribunal, and for an entire new year. It is a time to ask
ourselves - and perhaps each other - some penetrating questions.

As we look to the future, we can not help but take stock of
the past. How I have spent my time? What needs to be sus-
tained? What needs to be improved upon?

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From the Rabbi’s Study:

HAPPY NEW YEAR?

Rosh Hashanah is traditionally described as “The Day of Judg-
ment (Yom ha-Din).” Many Aggadic texts depict God as sitting
upon a throne, while books containing the deeds of all humanity
are opened for review, and each person passing in front of Him
for evaluation. The Machzor speaks of the whole world being
judged including: all people and all creatures, and even heav-
enly angelic beings. These are truly Days of Awe.

Given the significance and solemnity of the day, one might ex-
pect that its traditional observance would involve worry or sad-
ness; but this is not the case. On these days we will enjoy glori-
ous Yom Tov meals as we rejoice together with family and
friends. How are we to explain this incongruity of theory and
practice? Is our New Year’s joy misplaced?

Certainly not. The Gemara in Maseches Rosh Hashanah informs
us that it is only the completely wicked and completely right-
eous who are judged on Rosh Hashana. Everyone else is judged
on Yom Kippur. What follows is that these days of Rosh Ha-
shana aren’t days of our judgment, but rather of our preparation
for judgment.

How do we prepare? By celebrating. On this day of the creation
of humankind—and therefore the world—we will celebrate life

TSAVA’AS HARIVASH—Tsava’as HaRivash, the so-called
ethical will of the Baal Shem Tov, is an anthology of Hasidic
teachings in his name. Rabbi Bellino will focus on the often
wide-ranging innovations of this formative period of Hasidism
and on its theological predicates. He will explore themes such as
Hasidism as mysticism, God's imminence, mystical cleaving,
abnegation of the self, and Hasidic prayer from critical and devo-
tional perspectives. Sunday mornings, 9:15 — 10:00 AM at the
Center for Jewish History.

INTRODUCTION TO THE ZOHAR—The Zohar is a mystical
commentary on the Torah and is widely considered to be the
most important work of the Kabbalah. Using a critical eye, while
maintaining a deep respect for tradition, Rabbi Bellino will make
sense of this difficult text and contextualize it within earlier Ag-
gadic literature, 13th Century mystical literature, and Medieval
Philosophy. Rabbi Bellino will devote the first 15 minutes of
each class to discuss more general topics in Jewish Mysticism.

West 15th Street).

RABBI WOHLGELERNTER’S CHUMASH WITH RASHI—An
in-depth look at the Torah with the renowned commentary of
Rashi. Rabbi Wohlgelernter began this class some 45 years ago,
and continues to discover nuanced insights to this essential com-
mentary. Rabbi Wohlgelernter will continue to scrutinize the text
and focus on Rashi’s methodology. Wednesday evenings, 8:00 —

NACHMANIDES’ ON THE WEEKLY TORAH PORTION—
Nachmanides” Commentary on the Torah was his final work, and
largely considered to be his magnum opus. His exposition, inter-
mingled with Aggadic and mystical interpretations, is based upon
careful philology and original study of the Bible. Rabbi Bellino
will spend another year teaching selections of Nachmanides’
commentary on each Torah portion so that we may better under-
stand the portion and the methodology of this great thinker.

THE GAVRIEL BELLINO BOOK CLUB—An opportunity to
read and discuss books on theology, sociology, and fiction from a
Modern-Orthodox perspective. Thus far we have focused on
spirituality and have discussed the writings of Rabbi Zalman
Schachter-Shalomi, Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel, and Rabbi
Joseph B. Soloveitchik. We will soon read Rabbi Dr. Abraham
Twerski, Chogyam Trungpa, and Robert Wuthnow.

We spent Shabbosim at the Bronfman Center where we enjoyed
an intimate prayer space and great sense of kavvanah. There we
had space for Shalosh Seudos, which was further enhanced by
sponsorship and enthusiasm.

Our fascinating classes continued, some with very impressive
attendance. A great light began to shine, emanating out of the
Tuesday night Zohar class. For me, the first flash was the star-
tling statement that I was mistaken in my deep and abiding inter-
est in the Torah narratives as vivid stories told in ordinary words.
The Zohar opines that anybody can weave a good story, but that
the words of the Torah are sublime words, and that the narrative
is merely a garment that conceals its truths so as to be able to
endure in this mundane world. Thus, according to the Zohar, the
Torah is the repository of insights into the nature of the heavenly
realms and ultimately the very reality of God. Now every text,
every reference in the Torah, needs to be reexamined in light of a
fantastically brilliant universe that, thanks to the secrets of the
Zohar, is just within our reach.

From the sublime to the Super Big Apple. Thanks to the initiative
of Fern and Leslie Penn, many members of our congregation en-
joyed an August night aboard a CitySights NY double-decker
tour bus. We enjoyed the bright lights of Times Square, cruised
down Broadway and savored, Greenwich Village, Soho, Little
Italy, Chinatown, the Manhattan Bridge, the Brooklyn Bridge,
Ground Zero and the Lower East Side. Unlike the many tourists
also on board, we were all seasoned New Yorkers, but 2nd story
view of familiar sites awakened us to beauty that we had been
missing. Insights into the familiar seems to have become a theme
for us in the month of August.

Even Tisha b'Av was - to a certain extent - enjoyable. This grim
day of reckoning and Jewish suffering was noticeably different
due to Rabbi Bellino's thought provoking innovations. Because of
his creative presentations, this year's fast was not just about wait-
ing for the day to be over. In the evening Rabbi Bellino focused
us by presenting a short introduction to Eicha and to the com-
memoration of Tisha b'Av. Like the Pesach Seder, the require-
ment of the day is to actually feel the destruction and exile per-
sonally. Just as we rejoice by imagining ourselves being led out
of Egypt as free men and women, so too we weep at the image of
our being lead out of Jerusalem as slaves. In the morning, Rabbi

Bellino spent nearly five hours focusing on the structure and
deeper meanings of individual kinos with the simple goal of mak-
ing them significant for us in 21st century New York. There
quickly emerged themes, rooted in the unfolding history of our
people. Suddenly we saw the motif of the holy cherubim being
paraded by the invading army around the conquered city of Jeru-
salem in public shame. In yet another dirge the image of the cap-
tive cherubim was repeated and then contrasted with the tragedy
of the 10 martyrs from the Roman oppression that seemed to in-
exorably lead to the slaughter of the First Crusade. We followed
how the kinos built tragedy on tragedy to break down our resis-
tance, summon reluctant tears and pierce the hard shell of a stone
heart. Suddenly we saw Jewish history as a living and breathing
narrative.

Finally, we enjoyed a presentation by Monsey sofer, Rabbi
Shmuel Schneid. A dear teacher and friend of Rabbi Bellino,
Schneid has earned himself a reputation as a radical on account
of his honesty and practical sensibility. Through anecdote and
hands on demonstration, Schneid taught us many of the laws,
techniques, and ingredients employed in his craft. His pleasant
disposition, encyclopedic knowledge, and great sense of humor
were almost immediately apparent. It was a personal honor for
me to have a talmid chacham artist in my home.

It is my great hope that we continue such highs in the New Year.
That said, I acknowledge that there is much improvement re-
quired.

This summer our daily services often struggled to make a min-
yan. Summer excursions necessitated that some non-regulars step
up and fill their places. Often they did, but at times they did not.
We must all resolve to feel a greater sense of responsibility to
support our minyanim. Additionally, much of our functioning has
been the product of the same few people. Enlarging a community
requires the combined effort of the many and not just the ex-
hausted hands of the few. We must never assume that things will
function on their own. The lesson of minyan couldn't be clearer.
We are counting on every single one of you.

That is exactly why Elul is such a good time to take stock. The
New Year will be filled with lots of familiar things, from honey
and apples, minyanim here and there, and our community's ach-
ing need to grow. Take a moment and look around. How can you
make this new year better and more meaningful? I pray that we
all hear the call. Shana Tova.
