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How is the mitzvah of Aravah performed? There was a place below Jerusalem, called Motza.
They would go there, and gather from there branches of Aravah. And they would come and stand
them up at the sides of the Altar, and their tips would be bent over the top of the Altar. They
would then sound a Tekiah blast, a Teruah blast, and a Tekiah blast. On each day they would
circle the Altar a single time, and they would say, “Please Hashem, save now. Please Hashem,
bring success now.” R. Yehudah says: Ani Vho, bring Salvation now. But on that day [Hoshana
Rabba], they would circle the Altar seven times. At the moment of their departure, what would
they say? “To you this beauty, O Altar.” R. Eliezer says: “To God and to You, O Altar. To God
and to You, O Altar.”

The name Ani comes first (in Hoshanos), even though it’s the first name of the second row,
because of (Yeshayahu 44:6), “...I am the first, and I am the last, and beside Me there is no
god.”
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And still a reason is needed why these two names are switched. ... It is because in Eicha Rabba
they interpret (Yechezkel 1:1) “...And I am in the midst of the exile”, as well as the verse
(Yirmiyahu 40:1) *“...And He was imprisoned in chains” as if these descriptions applied to Him
Himself (HaShem).
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“Ani v’ho” is numerically equivalent to “Ana HVY” H.” And also, they are the two names within

the 72 names. Another explanation: Addressing the One whereby I and He are in difficulty, in the
spirit of (Tehillim 91:15) “...With him I (HaShem) am in difficulty”, Please Save!
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R. Yehudah says: I and He save now, I and He bring success now.
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R. Yuda ben R. Simon in the name of R. Levi ben Prata: As long as Israel fulfills the Will of the
Holy One, blessed be He, they add power to His Might, as it is said, (Tehillim 60:14) “On God'’s
Behalf we will do/add power”. And if not, it is in accordance with (Eicha 1:6) “...They will go
without power (in this context, a “diminution” in HaShem’s Power) before the pursuer”.
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From this there is what to contradict the view of Machzor Vitri that Yehey Shmey is our prayer
that God’s Name be completed; as it says, “Ki yad al kes Y-H, that His Name will not be whole
and His Throne will not be whole until the destruction of Amalek...
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For Your Sake our Lord, Save now.

For Your Sake our Creator, Save now.
For Your Sake our Redeemer, Save now.
For Your Sake our Attender, Save now.
